International Salon (Kokusai Salon)

On the fourth floor of Rose Com (the location of
the Central Library), there is a sectioned-off area
devoted to language study, called the
International Salon, run by the Fukuyama
Association for Global Exchange. In addition to
being a quiet area for study, this area of Rose Com
is normally open until 10:00PM, later than the
main library's closing time of 7:00PM.

Language-learning resources, magazines related
to language study and international travel, and
other relevant materials are available for use in the
International Salon--however, please note that
they cannot be taken out of the building. FAGE's
